1. Please write out the route that you plan to take today (use complete sentences & include roads taken, directions traveled and intersection cities, if possible).

We plan on leaving from Cochese, KY and taking Interstate 66 South to Pawkipsi, TN.  There we will pick up the 80/90 Turnpike and go south again.  This will take us all the way to Nowheresville, GA at which point we will grab Route 12 and go east all the way to NorthHampton, TX.   We’ll stop here for the night.

2. Please determine your distance traveled for the day (must use mm to miles conversion).  **For use on problem #3, you should divide your trip into mileage for each particular stretch of road at “like-speed”.

We traveled 65 mph the entire way from Cochese to Nowheresville, but our map scale changed at Klinkstown, TN which lies on the border of Tennessee and Kentucky. 

Scale 25mm : 10 miles -- 10mm + 15mm + 35mm + 28mm + 15mm = 103mm

Scale 35mm : 20 miles -- 35mm + 85mm + 60mm + 72mm = 252mm

We traveled 60 mph from Nowheresville to NorthHampton. Our scale was the same all the way.

Unfortunately, that meant that we had to stop twice for gas along the way and then we filled up once more once we arrived in NorthHampton, TX.  See question # 5 for gas stops.

5. Describe where you will be stopping for gas based on how far you can travel on a tank of gas and what cities fall near the end of that tank.  Include price & number of gallons purchased. Request gas slip as needed. 

Based on our MPG and our Tank Size we can only travel a total of:

15 gallons  x  25 miles  =  375 miles per tank of gas

The trip from our starting city to Nowheresville, GA took 185.2 miles.  So, we still had 189.8 miles that we could travel on our first tank of gas.  The border between Georgia and Alabama was 175 miles away, so we stopped for gas at Pawtuck, AL on the border.  This meant that we had actually traveled:

Nowheresville to Pawtuck: 20mm + 35mm + 12mm + 28mm + 10mm = 105mm

(we’re still in Georgia, so our scale is still 30mm : 50 miles)
